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Literary Studies 10 / Composition 10
Course Outline

Term One

Essay Writing – students will compose a total of two essays (compare/contrast-persuasive, and personal/narrative) in draft form; following teacher feedback on each essay (formative assessment), students will select one to revise for submission.

Novel Study: To Kill A Mockingbird (Harper Lee) – students will engage in on-going thematic discussions (formative assessment) in class while reading the book; summative assessment will come in the form of a unit test and in-class essay.

Term Two

Shakespeare Unit: Romeo and Juliet – students will read the entire play out-loud in class; study guides will be given for each act, and quizzes will be given for each act as a means for students to determine what they know and what they need to review (formative assessment); summative assessment will come in the form of a unit test and creative project.

Short Stories – students will read 8-10 short stories (most from the Inside Stories II text); students will discuss stories in-class as a means of strengthening their critical reading and literary analysis skills (formative assessment); summative assessment will come in the form of a unit test and take-home essay.

Term Three

Poetry – students will strengthen their knowledge of poetic devices and their overall analytical reading abilities through close readings of poems in class and at home; reading(s) and analysis will be a combination of individual, in partners, and in small groups; discussions will take place in class; summative assessment will come in the form of a group presentation and a unit test.

Personal Enrichment Independent Inquiry Project – details and handouts to be covered in class.

Marking (please notes that marks are cumulative)
Literature (30%) – major unit tests on novels, plays, short stories and poetry.

Composition (30%) – any formal essay writing, in-class or take home.

Personal Inquiry Project (20%)

Other (15%) – any projects, assignments or quizzes that do not fall under either Literature or Composition (e.g. creative projects, group presentations, etc.).

Participation (5%) – participation in classroom discussions (with optional written contributions)
