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Night Project

Listed below are THREE possible choice for your project on the book Night, by Elie Wiesel. 

For the time-line or genocide research options, you have the option of working alone, with a partner, or in a group of three people.

Option #1 – Art Project
For this option, you will create an original work of art that represent some important aspect of the book Night. You may choose to work in any art form you wish; some possible options are painting, sculpture, diorama, graphic novel, musical composition, etc. In addition to your art piece, you must submit a written description/analysis (200-250 words) of your project; you must also give a 1-2 minute presentation to the class in which you explain your piece. Ideally, your art piece should be more abstract than literal; in other words, you should strive to make your piece symbolic/metaphoric in nature. 

Option #2 – Time Line

On a large piece of posterboard, create a time line of the history of Judaism and the Jewish people. Your time line must include 15-20 items, and each “moment” on the time line must include a brief description (5-10 sentences) of the event and its significance. A minimum of 10 visual items (e.g. pictures, symbols, etc.) must also appear on your time line. NOTE: Your time line does not necessarily have to end at some point in 2007-2008; however, you should ensure that the last item on your time line is–in your mind–the most recent significant event in the lives of the Jewish people.

Option #3 – Genocide Poster

For this option, you will create a poster project on an act of attempted genocide that occured after the Holocaust. Some choices are:

Your poster must include an informative and creative combination of written and visual information. In addition to paragraphs and pictures, you may also want to include charts, graphs, and other forms of statistical data. Your poster should include information on:

the history of the country/region

the causes of the conflict/genocide and the group(s) involved

estimates on the number of people killed

the response(s) of the global community (i.e. The United Nations, Unites States, Canada, etc.)

the after-effects of the attempted genocide (economic, social, political, etc.)
You will be given time in-class and in the library to work on your projects, as well as some time to complete your work at home. Please be aware that if you choose to work with a partner or in a group, everyone will receive the same mark; in other words, chose your partners/group members carefully.

For the poster projects/time lines, you will be expected to submit note-taking sheets (found in the library) that document the sources of all of your information/images. All written aspects of your project are expected to be in you own words; in other words, cutting and pasting word-for-word from websites/books/magazines is NOT ACCEPTABLE, and will result in a mark of ZERO on the project. If you chose to consult Wikipedia for information, you must find at least TWO additional resources that can confirm the information you plan to use.
